For students, grades 7-12
Students in grades 7-12, are able to pursue their interest in Science, Technology, Engineering and Math (STEM) by participating in the Intel Affiliated Contra Costa County Science and Engineering Fair (CCCSEF). Taking part in the CCCSEF is fun, educational and rewarding. Any student may enter sponsored by an adult. Parents, mentors, middle and high school teachers are encouraged to assist students in their efforts. Science Buddies is an on-line web site that is designed to help students get started, conduct their research properly, and prepare a Project Display for the CCCSEF. Please refer to the www.cccsef.org web site for additional information, 
Projects are reviewed by a Scientific Review Committee (SRC) responsible for approving the science projects submitted for the competition. Use the Application Flowchart to determine if a project requires pre-approval. Projects must be completed and sent in for SRC review, postmarked by October 31, prior to starting the experiment. All other projects are to be submitted to the SRC, postmarked by January 20, 2012. 
Call for Judges

Approximately 120 professionals will be needed to judge projects submitted in six categories: behavioral/social studies sciences, biological science, engineering, environmental sciences, math and computer science, and physical sciences. Judges examine the quality of each project, and how well the student understands the project and area of study. 
Judges contribute an important ingredient in validating students efforts in this educational and motivating experience. The interviews allow students to demonstrate the knowledge that they've gained by completing the project. For judges this, too, is a rewarding experience. 
Call for Volunteers
Volunteers are needed to collate judging materials, assist students on set-up day, provide assistance for judges, and prepare awards. Times vary throughout the day, four hour time blocks are preferred.   www.cccsef.org
